There are two components to our score, whether or
not legislators voted on our and whether
they authored a or in 2022.

Vote Points:

If a member votes on one of our priority bills,
they receive one point. A member’s vote score
is the number of vote points they received,
divided by the number of times they were able
to vote.

If a member is marked present by the clerk,
but chooses not to vote, we count that as a
“no” vote.

Leadership Points:

Members also receive one point for each
priority or pro-housing bill they author, and
receive half a point for co-authoring one of our
priority bills.

We add one extra point to the number of
points possible. Consequently, in order for a
member to receive a perfect score, members
need to have a perfect vote record and
champion at least one housing bill.
